Introduction

US-Japan academia-industry collaborative research hub on Kobe Port Island. Furthermore, by taking leadership to promote
international collaboration in research and education worldwide, Kobe University hopes to make it a truly world-class global research
hub, involving distinguished partners from both academia and industry across the Americas, Europe, Asia and other regions.
