About the Kobe University UNESCO Chair

The first Kobe University UNESCO Chair “Gender and Vulnerability in Disaster Support” was
approved in 2018, and the second term, “Gender, Vulnerability and Well-Being in Disaster Risk
Reduction Support” (2022-2026) was approved in February, 2022. Our partner universities are: Gadjah
Mada University (UGM, Indonesia), Universiti Tinku Abdul Rahman (UTAR, Malaysia), National
Kaohsiung University of Science and Technology (NKUST, Taiwan), Thammasat University (Thailand),
and Mae Fah Luang University (MFU, Thailand). The NGO, Mercy Malaysia, is also a partner.

The Kobe University Education Program hosts an annual program, planned in conjunction with its
partners in the above five universities. Each program has a particular theme, and students from Kobe
University and the other universities can deepen their knowledge about the theme, but also have a
special experience of international interaction and exchange. This year's theme is “Living in a
Post-COVID world — the safe world we want to create.”

* UNESCO Chairs are education and research programs certified by UNESCO, aiming to create new
knowledge through building cooperative networks among universities. There are currently 891
UNESCO Chairs in the world and 11 in Japan.
