(2) Pre-conference study (Preparation of a group presentation by Kobe University participants).
*Approximately three 60-minute preparatory sessions. Dates: Mid-November; the exact dates and
format (online/in person) will be decided after conferring with participants.

(3) Post-conference report session: About 90 minutes on a weekday between December 2024 and
February 2025. The exact date & format will be decided after conferring with participants.

4. Meeting format: Online
The Education Program Conference will be held online. The URL will be sent to participants by the Gender
Equality Office/lUNESCO Chair close to the starting date. The pre-conference preparatory sessions and
final report session for Kobe University students will be held online or in person, according to the needs of
the participants.
